Fishing
Fishing in Corpus Christi is excellent any 
time of the year. There are three kinds of 
fishing: shallow water, deep water, and 
freshwater.
Shallow Water – Along the bays and 
shores is where you’ll catch speckled 
trout, redfish, whiting, drum, and 
flounder.
Deep Water – Offshore from Port 
Aransas to Rockport is “where they 
bite everyday.” Whether in a private or 
charter boat, sport fishermen can try 
for amberjack, red snapper, and tuna 
year’round, with marlin and bill fish from 
May to September.
Fresh Water  – Lake Corpus Christi is 
located about 40 miles northwest of 
Corpus Christi in Mathis. There you’ll find 
200 miles of shoreline and excellent fish-
ing for bass, catfish, and crappie.

In Texas, if you intend to go fresh or salt 
water fishing, you must have a fishing 
license. Children under the age of 17 do 
not need a license.
